Responding to the plight of America’s poor and hungry is a traditional Scouting “Good Turn”.  During World War I, Boy Scouts planted vegetable gardens to provide food for the hungry. President Roosevelt called on Scouts to collect food for the needy during the Great Depression. Planting “Victory Gardens” were the Scouting “Good Turns” organized during World War II. Can you remember when your Mom or Dad first took you to the grocery store?  You rode in a cart while being pushed up and down the aisles of food, inspecting and selecting just the right box or can, then, while paying for it; the food was stuffed into grocery bags to carry home.

Now, imagine the Food Banks and Pantries collecting these same types of grocery bags - full of food – to be distributed to the less fortunate during the upcoming holidays – Thanksgiving, Chanukah, and Christmas! And not only for these occasions - giving food is an on-going commitment that benefits those in need year-round through your participation.
Be sure that the donations include only canned foods, unopened jars and sealed bags/boxes. We can not accept items such as fresh or frozen fruits & vegetables, frozen goods (meats, fish, poultry, etc.). (For those patrols that have already collected for this food drive, please filter through your collected items to make sure they’re acceptable).      
Bring your food bags when you Check In to the Patrol Challenge/Scouting for Food Drop-Off location – parking lot behind 16787 Schoenborn Street North Hills, CA 91343.  Signs will be posted. Each district will have its own collection section where collected goods will be counted and points awarded. Minimum of 8 food items per bag - no miniatures or sample sizes.  Bags must have a reasonable amount of food or they will be consolidated by the person checking them in. All food you bring in will be given to your food banks in your area.
